SOUND SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

A House Console: 1964 NOW CARRIES A Yamaha LS9-16 for FOH and Monitor mixing. This
requires four (4) returns to the stage for the monitors, two (2) returns for left and right main mixes, AND
a 16channel snake. 1964 does not carry a snake for these purposes. Outputs on the LS9-16 are XLR type
balanced connections. Sound company is required to have an equivalent backup console and effects rack on
site in case of emergency breakdown of our LS9-16. A second LS9-16 is preferred. 1964 is NOT liable for any
breakdown of our LS9-16 if such an event would occur on site.

A House Cabinetry: To be three or four way only. Power and cabinetry must be capable of attaining
110 DB and UNDISTORED sound at house mix position. Cabinetry must also be sufpcient to cover entire
seating capacity of venue. This judgment will be made by 019646 sound engineer in a phone precall. Front plls
are required.

A Monitor Cabinetry: 1964 will provide their own Sennhieser in-ear monitors, which require the
four (4) returns to stage as mentioned.

A Two (2) SURE SM-57 and two (2) ACTIVE DI Boxes. (As backups only) with ample XLR
cabling required.

A Mic stands two (2) Full length tripod width booms and one (1) round base straight ATLAS MS
10 or similar.

A Drum riser: 83 x 80 x 246-360 with stairs and skirting.

A Minimum one engineer (house or contracted sound company) required on site during sound
check and performance.

A Sufpcient loaders required to un-pack and re-pack equipment truck. Loaders will also move
and help setup and tear down all equipment. Absence of sufpcient loaders will incur a $300 cash charge by the
promoter.

40% wash of Golden Amber or similar
20% wash of primary blue
20% wash of primary red
20% wash of aqua, lav or no color pink
(One white special focused on each of the four (4) band members please)

A Two follow spots with operators. Rose, Dark Rose or Chocolate gel on each spot please
(or similar).

A Light board must include operator.

A In addition to the above wherever possible, use a white CYC as a backdrop and light with

three (3) colors (red, blue, gold, ECT). If CYC is unavailable, we at least need a black backdrop, No
bare walls please! Some gobo-type lighting on the backdrop would be desirable. Basically what we are
looking for is a retro-like look€ No psychedelic light, ect.
